This course will have both a theoretical component and a practical component. You will learn in this course what a 'phoneme’ is, as compared to a
'phone’ or 'allophone’. You will learn more about what kind of sounds are possible to create with the human body, and practice making sounds that
you have probably never made before! You will also learn how to read and write a new alphabet (although many of the letters will be familiar to
you), the International Phonetic Alphabet (IPA). This skill will help you to understand better the relationship between your tongue, lips and lungs,
and the sounds that come out of your mouth. A practical application of this course is looking at the link between English spelling and pronunciation.
Most Japanese speakers have never studied how spelling systematically relates to the phones of English, and having a good grasp of this
knowledge will allow you to improve your own pronunciation of English.

Put in more compact form, the goals of this course are:

1) To understand how English spelling relates to English sounds (phonemes)

2) To describe sounds (phones) with a formal system (called the International Phonetic Alphabet)

3) Identify the phonemes (sounds) of English

In our third semester, we will work with some hands-on learning by mapping famous addresses in Manhattan and Brooklyn on a homemade map.
The objective of this course will be for you to learn more about New York City on a “street level” by actually drawing a map of the streets. Each
week, you will be given two addresses to research for the coming week. You will need to find 3 Internet sites that give histories on that address
and take notes about the location: were there any famous people who lived there? is the location architecturally important? any famous event that
occurred at that location?

Each week, we will work on the map in class, drawing streets, marking locations and discussing the importance of each location. You will be
expected to share what you have learned about your assigned addresses and then work together to draw the correct spot on the map and mark
the location on the map legend. Over the course of the semester, we will learn about many different places and events that happened at these
places in Manhattan and Brooklyn. You will be expected to be able to explain about your assigned address.

During the first two weeks of class, you will be drawing two large maps of Manhattan and Brooklyn. We will take special care to draw to scale the
outline of Manhattan Island and Brooklyn and their major roadways. As we continue through the semester, we will draw more of the smaller streets
and include numbers on the map for the locations. The numbers will match with the legend and provide the reason why the location is memorable.
In total, we will research and mark 72 locations for each borough. If you miss a class, you will still be responsible for marking the location you have
been assigned.
