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Realizing the difference between yourself and others is connected (related)

to self-awareness. It also helps you find your own (particular) way of living and
route to happiness.

While it is natural for people (for us) to want to be regarded as special, it is

scientifically logical to expect that everything possible to human intelligence
can be done by computers. (In fact,) making this expectation a (factual) reality
is the goal for the field of Artificial Intelligence.
